1- 8
All dance 1/2 Grand Chain

 9-16
1s followed by 2s+3s+4s lead up, 1s cross at top to own sides & cast 1 place & turn in to face 3s, 2s to 2nd place opposite sides, 3s to 3rd place own sides & 4s to 4th place opposite sides

17-24
1s+3s set, 1s set turning L 3/4 to face up/dn & circle 3H round to right 1/2 way with end couples to end in lines of 3 across & set facing dn/up

25-32
1s dance 1/2 RSh reels of 3 (with same couples) followed by a 1/2 LSh reel of 4 with 3s

33-40
1s dance 1/2 LSh reels of 3 with other end couple followed by a 1/2 RSh reel of 4 again with 3s & turn in to face 3s

41-48
1s+3s set, 1s turn to face 2s & set, turn to face 3s & set, 1s lead down & cross to 4th place own sides
