1-8 
1s and 4s set and cross RH, set and cross RH (stay facing out) WHILE 2s and 3s circle and back 

9-16 
1s and 4s cast into centre (2s and 3s step out) and cross RH (retain hold) 1s and 4s RH star in centre to 
end balance in line with corners (St Andrew’s cross formation) 

17-24 
All set balance in line and then all turn LH (4 bars) on the corners to end balance in line (St Andrew’s 
cross) and set in balance 

25-32 
1 and 4 ladies dance tandem right shoulder reel of four across with 2s WHILE 


4 and 1 men dance tandem right shoulder reel of four across with 3s (2,4,1,3 - 4s and 1s on wrong sides) 

33-40
