	The principle tune for this dance was composed by the late J. Stanley Hamilton (former bandleader of Stan Hamilton and the Flying Scotsmen) who later received an RSCDS Scroll of Honour in 2005. Stan died in September 2007.

25-32
1s set & turn corners 2H & twirl to face partners, set to partners & turn 2H & twirl to face 2nd corners

33-40
1s set & turn 2nd corners & twirl to face partners, set to partners & turn 2H & twirl to face 2nd corners again

41-48
1s dance reel of 3 on opposite sides passing 2nd corner RSh & cross to own sides 2nd place
