5- 6     1M+2L cast into each other’s place as 1L+2M 1/2 turn 2H

 
7- 8     1M & 2L dance into 2nd/1st places own side as 1L & 2M cast to right to new places  (3s+4s dance similarly)

All dance clockwise 1/2 way round set, all set. All 1/2 turn partner RH into allemande hold

17-24
3s+4s also 1s+2s dance 6 bars of allemande. All 1/2 turn LH to opp sides. (Men face up, Ladies down)

25-32
All dance anticlockwise 1/2 round set. 1s+2s also 3s+4s circle 4H round to Right

35-36  1M dances down to 2nd place, 2M to 4th place, 3M casts up to 1st place, 4M to 3rd place while 1L casts to 2nd place, 2L to 4th place, 3L dances up to 1st place, 4L to 3rd place
