Linda is from the county of East Lothian, which is associated with the legend of the Saltire being adopted as Scotland’s national flag. The Saltire is flown throughout the weekend at Timber Ridge. TRIP TO TIMBER RIDGE  (R8x32)  3C (4C set)       Linda Henderson  Heart of San Francisco & RSCDS Bk 52

 1- 8
1s turn RH, cast (2s step up) then 1L+2s & 1M+3s dance RH across.  1s end facing 1st corners

 9-16
1s dance Corner Pass+Turn with 1st corners, pass RSh & repeat with 2nd corners. 1s pull back RSh to end BtoB in centre facing opp sides

17-24
2s+1s+3s dance Double Triangles. Bars 23-24 1s petronella turn to 2nd place own sides

25-32
2s+1s+3s circle 6H round and back
