1s followed by 2s lead down below 3s cross & cast up behind 3s, lead up crossing & 1s cast to 2nd place as 2s cross to 1st place.  2 1 3

17-24
1s dance ½ reels of 3 across giving LSh to 1st corners & ½ reels of 3 on opposite sides

25-32
1s dance ½ reels of 3 across giving LSh to 3rd corners & ½ reels of 3 on own sides
