	James Scott Skinner (1843-1927) wrote his reel tune “The Thrums Cairn” on the outside of an envelope which is postmarked 3.30pm Oct 28 1908 Dundee.  1- 8
1s turn RH, cast 1 place & turn LH to face 1st corner

 9-16
1s dance track of reel of 4 with 1st corners while 2s+3s dance R&L End 1M between 2s facing down & 1L between 3s facing up

17-24
1s turn RH, cast RSh round 2nd corner & turn LH to face 2nd corners

25-32
1s dance track of reel of 4 with 2nd corners while 2s+3s dance R&L (start on sides) End in 2nd place own sides
