1s+3s Adv+Ret.  1M+3L & 1L+3M change places RH turning inwards to face partners.  1s+3s set

 9-16
2s+4s repeat bars 1-8

17-24 
1s+3s set.  1L+3L changes places RH, dance clockwise 1/2 round outside of set to places while 1M+3M cast, dance clockwise 1/2 way round outside of set, change place RH with each other to finish on Right of partner

25-32
All couples set to partners, turn 2H 1/2 way (skip change).  All circle 8H round 3/4 to Left
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
