THE SALTIRE SOCIETY REEL  (R8x32)  3C (4C set)                               Roy Goldring  RSCDS Leaflet Dances 28

 1- 8
1s cross down & dance out between 2s+3s turning 3s by near hand to meet ptnr, dance up & turn 2s by nearest hand to 2nd place opp sides

 9-16
1s cross down to 3rd pl & dance reel of 3 own side (2s dance out & down as 3s dance in & up b’tw’n 2s), 1s end (hold LH) facing 1st crnrs

17-24
1s set to 1st crnrs, turn inwards & set to 3rd corner as 3rd crnrs set adv to dance RH across with 1s, 1s end turning to face 2nd crnrs

25-32
1s repeat bars 17-24 with 2nd/4th corners but dancing LH across
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
