 Duncan Brown (RSCDS 47)
1- 8
1s+2s set and dance RH across ½ way, 1s+3s set and dance LH across ½ way

9-16
1s set, cross RH, cast up to 2nd place (3s down), 1s  turn LH to face 1st corner pstns

17-24
1s dance ½ diagonal reels with 1st corner (pstns) and pass LSh to face 2nd corner pstns,

1s dance ½ diagonal reels with 2nd corner (pstns) and curve right to finish 1M between 3s, all facing 
down and 1L between 2s, all facing up

25-32
1M with 3s and 1L with 2s, set and link

1s turn RH 1½ times while 3s and 2s dance clockwise ½ way
